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HISTORIAN’S CORNER

 When Truman was six years his family moved to 
Independence, Missouri, where he attended the Presbyte-
rian Church Sunday School.  There he met fi ve-year-old 
Elizabeth (Bess) Wallace with whom he would later fall in 
love.  He did not begin regular school until age eight, and 
by then was wearing thick glasses to correct extreme near-
sightedness.  At an early age his main interest was music 
and reading.  He arose each morning at 5:00 AM to practice 
the piano, and until age 15 he went to a local music teacher 
twice a week.  He usually read four or fi ve histories or biog-
raphies a week.
 In 1901 Truman graduated from high school to an 
uncertain world.  College was out because of the family’s fi -
nancial situation, and, an appointment to West Point was not 
considered because of his poor eyesight.  He began working 
as a timekeeper for the Santa Fe Railroad at $35 per month, 
and, for 12 years prospered as a Missouri farmer.  Harry S. 
Truman’s resume would read:  a farmer, bank clerk, Post-
master, haberdasher, U.S. Senator, 33rd President of the 
United States.
 Despite poor vision he joined the Missouri National 
Guard by memorizing the eye chart.  Harry once visited 
his mother while in his blue National Guard uniform.  His 
mother, Martha Ellen Truman, looked at him and said, 
“Harry, that’s the fi rst time since those Kansas Red Legs 
burned my house that a uniform of that color has been in 
this house, and don’t you bring it back.”  He never did.
 Just before the United States entered WWI, Harry 
enlisted in the Army.  He trained at Fort Sill, Oklahoma, but 
returned to Missouri to help train other recruits.  He was 
elected First Lieutenant by the men of the Second Artil-
lery.  He sailed for France on March 30, 1918 as a recently 
promoted Captain.  He was given command of Company D, 
who distinguished themselves in the Battles of Saint-Hihiel 
and the Argonne.

 In April 1919, Major Truman returned home.  The 
only injury Truman sustained in the war happened 
when Battery D, during the Battle of the Argonne, 
marched under an embankment where a French 
155 Battery was located.  The French let loose with 
a barrage that left Truman hard of hearing for life.
 
He married his childhood sweetheart in June 1919. 
He opened a haberdashery in Kansas City and 
attended Kansas city Law School for two years in 
the early 1920’s.  He was the last U.S. President 
who never graduated from college.  He remained 

in the Guard and obtained the rank of Colonel on June 17, 
1932.  Between 1922 and 1932 he attended the Guard’s 
two week summer camps until he ran for the U.S. Senate.  
When he became the 33rd U.S. President, he was still a 
Colonel in the Army Reserve.
 Active in the Democratic Party, he was elected 
Administrative Judge of Jackson County Court in 1922.  
Truman became a U.S. Senator in 1934.  Masonic Brother 
Franklin D. Roosevelt chose him for his running mate in 
the 1944 election, which they won.  Roosevelt died on 
April 12, 1945 and Truman became President.
 Truman made some of the most crucial decisions 
in history.  His legacy can be traced to many foreign policy 
decisions blocking Communist expansion and advancing 
human and political rights at home.  He oversaw writing 
the charter of the United Nations, Germany’s surrender and  
dropping the A-Bomb.  Deciding not to run for another 
term, he retired in 1953 and returned to the family home in 
Independence, Missouri where he died on December 26, 
1972 at the age of 88.

He preferred to be recognized as a Past 
Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of 

Missouri rather than 33rd U.S. President 

 Truman completed membership of all Masonic or-
ganizations when he joined the Kallipolis Grotto in Wash-
ington, D.C.  Later he became a dual member of Ankara 
Grotto, Shawnee, Kansas.  He told people he belonged to 
every Masonic organization and was a Blue Lodge Ma-
son for 62 years.  He preferred to be recognized as a Past 
Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of Missouri rather than 
33rd U.S. President while attending Lodge.

Harrison Truman was born on 
May 3, 1884 in Lamar, Missouri,

 the elder son of John A. and 
Martha E. Truman and named 
after his uncle.  Later his name
 was legally changed to Harry.  

He had no middle name.
His parents apparently 

gave him the middle initial “S” to 
appease two grandfathers whose 

name started with that letter.

 Each year at the Supreme Council National 
Convention four (4) management positions are 
available.  Three (3) of these positions - the Grand 
Captain of the Guard, Grand Treasurer and a Grand 
Trustee are elected on the fl oor at the convention 
and are open to Monarchs and Past Monarchs only.  
The fourth position (Humanitarian Foundation Trust-
ee) is appointed by the Board of Governors during 
the convention and is available to Past Monarchs 
and Monarchs.

1.   GRAND CAPTAIN OF THE GUARD
 The entry level position in the Grand Line.  Duties are to 
guard the Supreme Council while in session and comply with all 
wishes of the Grand Monarch.  This offi ce should be completely 
familiar with the Supreme Council Code and be prepared to accept 
more responsibilities as he progresses through the Supreme Council 
Line to his ultimate goal of Grand Monarch.  He is a voting member 
of the Supreme Council Board of Governors.  He is paid mileage/
per diem for attending the National Convention and actual expenses 

for Board Meetings.      
   

2.   GRAND TREASURER
 Elected for one (1) year term.  Duties and responsibilities 
are outlined in Chapter V, Section 5.6 of the Supreme Council Code.  
This offi cer is also a voting member of the Board of Governors as 
outlined in Chapter VI of the Supreme Council Code.  He is paid 
mileage/per diem for attendance at the National Convention and 
actual expenses for attendance at other Board Meetings.  Preferably, 
he should have a fi nancial management background.

3.   GRAND TRUSTEE
 Elected for a three (3) year term.  Duties and responsibili-
ties involve the management of property and investing of Supreme 
Council funds as outlined in Chapter V, Section 5.11, 5.12 and 5.14 
of the Supreme Council Code.  He should be experienced in fi nancial 
investing.  He is paid mileage/per diem for attending the National 
Convention and actual expenses if ever to attend Board of Governors 
meetings.

4.   HUMANITARIAN FOUNDATION  TRUSTEE
 This is a position appointed by the Supreme Council  Board 
of Governors for a fi ve (5) year term.  For details of the duties and 
responsibilities of this position refer to Chapter X of the Supreme 
Council Code.  Prophets interested in this position should submit a 
brief resume of their qualifi cations to the Supreme Council Board of 
Governors through the Supreme Council Offi ce.  Remuneration is 
the same as a Grand Trustee.

 How did Washington come to take his oath of 
offi ce on a Masonic Bible?  Prophet Bill Broomhall of Or-
mus Grotto passes along this story from the E Scottish Rite 
Journal  Southern Jourisdiction magazine:
 George Washington was inaugurated as the fi rst 
president of the United States of America on April 30, 
1789.  He went to Federal Hall on Wall Street and was 
joined by John Adams, his Vice President, Frederick A.C. 
Muhlenberg, Speaker of the House, Chancellor Robert 
Livingston, the highest ranking judicial offi cer of New 
York; and Generals Frederick William von Steuben, “Light 
Horse Harry” Lee, Henry Knox and Arthur St. Clair (all 
Masons except for Adams).
 As the time came for Washington to step out on 
the balcony and take his oath of offi ce before an estimated 
crown of 10,000, it was realized that no one had brought a 
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Bible!  Chancellor Livingston was also Grand Master of 
Masons of New York and ordered Major Jacob Morton, 
Parade Marshal, Grand Secretary and Master of St. John’s 
Lodge No. 1 to get the Bible from St. John’s Lodge.  The 
Lodge met at the “Old Coffee House” at the corner of 
Water and Wall Streets, about three blocks away.  Morton 
returned with the Bible, Chancellor Livingston adminis-
tered the oath, and George Washington added the words, 
“So help me God!” and kissed the Bible when he fi nished.  
Thus began the fi rst term of the fi rst President of the United 
States.
 St. John’s Lodge carefully preserves the “Washing-
ton Bible” and uses it at its meetings.  The Grand Master of 
New York takes his oath of offi ce on the Bible as have Pres-
idents Warren G. Harding, Dwight D. Eisenhower, James E. 
Carter and George H.W. Bush.  The Bible was scheduled to 
be used for the inauguration of President George W. Bush, 
but rain kept the fragile book inside.
